QuickBooks fee will be added on to all invoices as voted in the previous meeting. $42 pass through fees will be added to the invoices. This is for the QuickBooks fees, the tech fees, and teacher appreciation. You can always bring cash/check to any orientation or class meeting but no electronic payments until invoices are sent out.
